Disabled person – A person with a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more of 
the major life activities, such as, but not limited to: caring for oneself, performing manual tasks, walking, 
seeing, hearing, speaking, breathing, learning, thinking, sitting, standing, reaching, interacting with others, 
concentrating, lifting, sleeping, reproduction, running, and working.  

Non-targeted disabilities exclude deafness, blindness, missing limbs, partial paralysis, total paralysis, 
convulsive disorder, mental retardation, mental illness, or distortion of limb/spine.
